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We recognise that students in in receipt of Pupil Premium funding aren’t one
homogenous group and will require varying levels and types of support
throughout their time with us. The following offer outlines support available (for
further information, please see our Pupil Premium Strategy):

Pupil Premium (inc. FSM, E6, PLAC, CLA and Service)

Teachers and support staff know the pupils eligible for Pupil Premium in their groups
and plan for challenge, with appropriate scaffolding and intervention to meet
individual needs.

Pastoral and Emotional Wellbeing 1:1 or group work is provided as needed.
Targeted academic support including reading and maths.

Pupils have access to a working environment before and after school, as well as
during social times within the school day.

Pupil Premium (inc. FSM and E6)

Pupils have access to one funded set of uniform per academic year

Pupils have access to up to £75 to purchase school coat/shoes/bag/trainers at the
start of the academic year

Pupils have access to breakfast on school site to allow access to nutrition at the start
of the day.

Pupils have access to fully funded recommended resources across the curriculum,
including revision guides at KS4 and an equipment pack at the start of each
academic year including a scientific calculator in year 7.

Pupils have access to fully funded places on all available one-day visits.

Pupils have access to a fully funded place on one UK residential trip during their time
at Beverley High School.

Pupils have access to a fully funded place on one curriculum based international
residential during their time at Beverley High School.

Pupils have access to a fully funded place in extracurricular instrumental lessons for
one instrument at any one time.
